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The files included in 2602UserManualDemoB.zip comprise the source code for the Visual Basic example discussed in the 2600 Series User's Manual.  If you do not have the User's Manual, then you can download it from the Keithley web site by clicking on the following link:  http://www.keithley.com/support/data?asset=50295
This is example code only and is provided “as is.”  Extract the files to a folder of your choice.  The files do not include an executable version of the program; however, the program can be executed from within the VB6 editor.

The "GPIB" command buttons work with a Keithley or CEC GPIB card.  The ieeevb.bas module is included in the zip file.  The "VISA" command buttons should work with any GPIB card as long as you have NI VISA installed along with the proper passports for your card.  The program should work if you have installed Keithley's Test Script Builder because it installs a runtime version of NI VISA.  Realistically you only need to look at either the GPIB or VISA command buttons to get an understanding of loading and running scripts.

Two example scripts are provided.  The so-called "non-function" script actually performs measurements and sends back data when you run it.  The "function" script only creates a function when you run it.  To perform the measurements, you must call the test function.

The example uses the prompts provided by the test script processor.  There is some value to using them for loading and running scripts, but you can edit the program and disable them if you desire.
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
